Minutes of Bi- Monthly Meeting No 3 (2007/ 2008 )

held at Corse and Staunton Village Hall on 20th Sept 2007.

1. Members , Visiting Representatives and Members of the Public Present .

Cllr’s Lewis ( Chairman ) , Priday , Isles , Bates , Jones and Bruce .  An apology for absence was received from Cllr Allen .

Opening the meeting the Chairman welcomed District Cllr Burford , Cllr M. Bradbury ( Staunton P.C. ) , Mr Nigel Gibbons ( F.O.D.D.C. ) and six members of the public .

2.  Approval of Previous Minutes .

The minutes of Meeting No 2 held on the 12th July 07 were approved as being a true record of discussion and signed accordingly by the Chairman .
3.  Matters Arising from Previous Meeting .
Parish Plan Update :      The Chairman reported that a meeting was scheduled to be held on th 28th September .   The Chairman and Vice Chairman Basil Allen were representing the Parish Council .

Parish Council Notice Board :   The Clerk informed the meeting that a letter had been received from Staunton P.C. thanking the Clerk for organising the supply and installation of the board and also for successfully obtaining a grant to pay for the complete installation .

Calor “ Village of the Year” competition .     The Chairman informed the meeting that she and Cllr Allen had attended a presentation at the home of the Lord Lieutenant and confirmed that the Parish Council had been awarded with a second place in the section on services to youths . The overall winner was Painswick .

The Legacy of Mr Bill Cole :     The Chairman announced that she and Cllr Allen had met with the Head Teacher of Staunton and Corse C of E School to discuss an appropriate way of using the legacy of £2000 left to the parish by Mr Cole .    It was agreed that a sum of £ 300 would be awarded annually and would be used in the first instance to support the annual camping  activity . 
Flood Problems :    The Chairman stated that the Council was continuing to work closely with the District and County Councils in trying to secure a solution to the flooding problems and in particular in the Gloucester Road and Straight Lane areas .  There was still confusion over the respective roles of the County , District Councils , the Environmental Agency and riparian owners in dealing with the flooding problem .  The Chairman  thanked Cllr Burford for his continuing efforts to obtain a solution to the problem .
The Clerk stated that he had received a letter from the District Council requesting that the Council appoint a locally nominated drainage representative who could regularly inspect the condition of ditches and drains in the parish  and work closely with the riparian owners and Councils in ensuing that the various water courses were kept in good condition .     Information was also sought on possible sites for storing emergency sand bags .

After discussion it was agreed that these requests  would be more fully discussed at the next meeting . 
4.  The District Council draft corporate plan – Vision and Priorities .

Mr Nigel Gibbons , an officer of the District Council , outlined the Council’s vision for securing a prosperous community .    It was explained that the key elements of the draft document centred on providing value for money , promoting a safe community , encouraging a thriving economy and protecting and improving the environment .
