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The financial position of the hall and items that still required attention was the first consideration with an aim to pay back the balance of the outstanding loans and attend to the other items as soon as possible.

Various fundraising activities have been arranged throughout the year in addition to the regular Dances and Whist Drives. A Quiz night in February, a Fashion Show in conjunction with the Women’s Institute in April, a Jumble Sale in June, Bingo in September and another Quiz in October all helped to swell the funds. Thanks to everyone who organised and helped at these events

.

The outstanding £3500.00 loans were therefore repaid in late April

Corse Parish Council, Staunton Parish Council, The Women’s Institute, Pat Lewis and Tony Farndon all made generous donations, which enabled us to have the Disabled Ramp, installed in August at the front of the hall. The  car park was also tidied up during the same period

A new Village Hall sign was donated by Baz Allen, and this, together with the piping and filling of the ditch across the front of the Village Hall as part of the Playing Fields improvements made a significant difference to the appearance of the hall. We are grateful to Baz Allen for his generous donation, and the Playing Fields Committee for carrying out this work and keeping the grass mown throughout the summer months

County Roofing finally fixed the leaks on the roof in August by re-positioning some of the fasteners and making sure that all the others were tight.

A new vinyl floor was laid in the Kitchen in August, but there are still problems with the vinyl lifting and ‘bubbling’, which have to be rectified.

The Village Hall has been licensed under the new Licensing Regulations, and the opportunity was taken to extend the scope of the licence to enable us to put on some different activities should we require to do so.

A review of our expenditure has enabled us to place our insurance for the hall with Allianz Cornhill, which has saved approximately £1000.00 per year over our previous insurers and given us better cover.

Congratulations are due to Corse Parish Council and Pat Lewis for winning the Calor Village and Villager of the Year competition. The Village Hall is pleased and proud to display the winning certificates in the entrance hall.

It is pleasing to see the Scout Hut being erected after many trials and tribulations throughout the last year and we look forward to the completion of the building and associated works in the near future.

As with every property there are always items that require attention, therefore the committee must keep up the fund raising events and review of expenditure during the coming year.

Next year is the Golden Jubilee of the official opening of the Village Hall on 5th August 1956. Ideas for celebrating this event are being discussed and the committee must put its thinking cap on after this AGM and firm up these ideas.

Finally I should like to turn my attention to those who gather around this table at our meetings and thank them for all their efforts on our behalf
